The nut ban includes children’s packed lunches, 
specifically chocolate spread, peanut butter and anything containing sesame seeds. Please 
speak to your child’s class teacher for further advice. A child’s life is at risk should we not 
adhere to this. If your child has an allergy, whether very mild or more severe, please make 
sure that school is aware of this. Even if your child never stays for a school meal, it is vital 
that we have a record of this on our system.
