Year 6 (current Year 5’s) Beaumanor Hall Residential: Wednesday 19th November - Friday 21st 
November 2025 

We are excited to confirm that we are organising a three-day Year 6 residential trip at Beaumanor Hall, 
Leicestershire, in November 2025 for the next cohort of Year 6 pupils. The residential trip will run from 
Wednesday 19th November to Friday 21st November 2025. 

Beaumanor Hall is a leading residential activity centre provider, responsible for delivering safe and rewarding 
educational programmes. By combining many National Curriculum linked modules with thrilling outdoor and 
indoor adventure activities, this trip is sure to provide your child with a wealth of new experiences outside of 
the classroom while developing key learning outcomes. Beaumanor Hall offers a vast range of activities to 
develop children’s self-confidence and teamwork skills. During this trip, children will experience activities such 
as high ropes, zip wire, canoeing, shelter building, survival skills and archery. In the evenings, children also 
partake in entertainment activities.

Beaumanor Consent Form 

As this is a trip in the next academic year, we will need to create two trip payments as Arbor can only process 
payments for trips happening in the current academic year. Payments can be made in instalments or in full. 

Beaumanor Payment 1 - £70 to be paid by Friday 18th July 2025  
Beaumanor Payment 2 - £140 to be paid by Friday 17th October 2025 (this will not appear in your Arbor 
account until September 2025) 

In your Arbor account you will see ‘Beaumanor Payment 1’ until the end of this school year. Once your child 
is in Year 6 in September you will see ‘Beaumanor Payment 2’ to pay the remaining balance. 
 
If you would like your child to participate but the cost is an issue, the school may be able to offer some 
financial assistance. This would be in accordance with the school’s charging and remissions policy which can 
be found on the school website. If you feel you may qualify, or would like further clarification, please contact 
the school office.
