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What is phonics and why is it important?

Phonics is o way of teaching children to read quickly and skilfully. The
children are taught how to:

* recognise the sounds that each individual letter makes

* identify the sounds that different comhbinations of letters make - such
as ‘sh’ or ‘o0’

* blend sounds together from left to right to- make a word.

Children can then use this knowledge to ‘de-code new words that they
hear or see. This is the first important step in learning to read.
It is a statutory requirement that all schools and early years

settings in England teach ‘phonemic awareness’ and ‘phonic
knowledge’.
